1. The meeting was called to order by Chair, Carol Schwab.


2.
The minutes for the February 10, 2005 meeting were approved with a correction of the day of the meeting.

3.
Warren Rosenblum presented a proposal from the History, Politics and IR Department to add two new HIST courses (HIST 2420 History of Africa and HIST 2440 History of Latin America ) Each would have a Cultural Understanding General Education coding.
This proposal was approved by the Committee.
4.
Silvia Navia and Graciela Corvalan presented a proposal from International Studies to add a Minor in Latin American Studies.     

This proposal was approved by the Committee with the understanding that one of the courses listed [HIST  2450 Third World (with appropriate subtitle)] would be replaced by the more appropriate course (HIST 2440 History of Latin America) that was approved moments earlier. 
5. 
Al Cawns presented a proposal from the Math & Computer Science Department to modify the requirements for the current Web Development certificate/minor and add a new Web Design certificate/minor.  This proposal also included a request to add 4 new courses (COAP 2100 Web Technology Principles, COAP 3120 Designing with Style Sheets, COAP 3150 Design Principles II, and COAP 3180 Web Databases )


This proposal was approved by the Committee with encouragement for a discussion between representatives of these Web programs and the Interactive Digital Media program. 
6.
Joe Schuster, Scott Jensen, and Nancy Wilson presented two proposals from the Communications and Journalism Department.  The first proposal was for three new SPCM courses (SPCM 2600 Nonverbal Approaches to Media Analysis, SPCM 3500 Presentations for Media Professionals, and SPCM 3300 Navigating Relationships) and some simple changes to the major and minor to integrate these courses.  The second proposal was for a new ADVT course (ADVT 3500 Visual Communication for Advertising and Public Relations)


The Committee approved the requirement changes and all four courses.  The first proposal as originally sent requested a Communications General Education Coding for SPCM 2600 and 3500.  At the time of the meeting the Department withdrew its request for coding of SPCM 3500.  The Curriculum Committee denied the request for Communications General Education Coding coding for SPCM 2600.
7.
Bruce Umbaugh and Joe Stimpfl presented a proposal from the College of Arts and Sciences.  This proposal was defined as a request to allow students from the College of Arts and Sciences who meet specific requirements relating to three areas (academic competence in a second language, international field experience, and study abroad) to receive a designation of "International Distinction."  The Committee was told that this proposal was supported by the Dean of the College of Arts and Sciences and that there were no objections from any of the department chairpersons of the College.

The Committee approved the proposal with a minor change to one requirement.

Bob Chamberlin presented a proposal from the Music Department for four new courses (MUSC 1080 Beginning Class Piano, MUSC 1085 Intermediate Class Piano, MUSC 1090 Beginning Guitar Class, and MUSC 1095 Intermediate Guitar Class.) 

The Committee approved the proposal.

9.
There was a request from the History, Politics and IR Department to change the General Education coding of POLT 1000 from Values to Communication.  


The Committee approved this request.
