Kathy Corley presented a proposal to revise the list of required courses for the International Studies Major with an individualized emphasis.  Guidelines for suggested areas were included. The Committee approved the proposal.

The first proposal was for a Philosophy major with an emphasis in Ethics and Society.  This would replace the current Philosophy major with an Individualized Emphasis.

HRTS courses are currently housed within the Center for International Studies and the proposal was made by the Philosophy Department.  The Committee approved the request with the understanding that the location of the Human Rights courses/program was not the responsibility of the Curriculum Committee.  This part of the proposal will need to be handled by University Administration.  The Committee also requested a written articulation of the differences between the International Human Rights certificate, the minor in International Human Rights, the major in International Studies with an emphasis in International Human Rights, and the major in International Human Rights.

The proposal also contained a request for about fifty new courses.  The Curriculum Committee was favorably impressed with the collaborative process and thoughtful revisions of the programs; however, it was unable to give final approval without more details on the courses.
