Introduces video majors to the basics of interactive media, including flow charts, scripts and storyboards. Addresses learning outcomes that increase an understanding of interactive media. 

· INTM 2200 Visual Design for Interactive Media 

This course deals with design aesthetics and techniques for interactive media. Addresses learning outcomes that increase an understanding of interactive media. 

· INTM 3500 Audio and Video for Interactive Media

Video students will develop and produce the audio and video components for a variety of interactive programs. Addresses learning outcomes that increase an understanding of interactive media.

· INTM 3550 2D Animation

An interactive-specific use of Adobe After-Effects and Flash. Addresses learning outcomes that increase an understanding of interactive media.

· INTM 3780 Online Publications

Video students will have the opportunity to develop and produce content for electronic magazines published on the World Wide Web. Addresses learning outcomes that increase an understanding of interactive media.

· SCPT 3400 TV Scriptwriting 3 hours 

Replaces Scriptwriting, for film. This is a more relevant class.
