1. The meeting was called to order by Chair, Carol Schwab.

2. The Committee unanimously Approved the April 4, 2006 minutes as presented.

Brad Scott, Business Department presented a proposal for three changes.

BS in BA major course changes:

Note:   The total requirement for the BS in Business administration is now 51 credits (reduced from 57 credits).

The 42-credit business core remains the same. The 9 additional credits to upper level courses from any SBT program (BUSN, MNGT, COSC, etc.) 

Double Major Change: Elimination of the BS in BA double major option with Accounting and Finance. The same business core is required of all 3 programs. Students may double major w/ any major offered outside the department by the now existing rules. 


Add Finance Minor

Course requirements for minor in Finance: ACCT 2010, 2025, FINC 3210, 3600, 3800, 4210. 
The proposal was approved as presented.

4.
Katy Marlock, Director of Academic Assessment, presented an informational report on how other colleges and universities measure student learning in General Education programs.  She shared handout materials from the Association of American Colleges and Universities, Alverno College, and College of DuPage.  The report was very well prepared and useful to the committee.
5.     At a prior meeting the committee voted to modify the wording to "move from goals to learning outcomes on all related General Education materials."   At the request of the committee Kathy Marlock presented suggested changes.  This was extremely helpful and with some minor editing the committee approved the new wording.   The changes will be sent to the Faculty Senate for their suggestions and approval.  

6.  The Course deletions presented were tabled.
