3. Election of Committee Chairperson. The Committee voted unanimously

to elect Gary Glasgow and Carol Schwab as Co-Chairpersons for the 2005-2006 year. 
4. The May 3, 2005 Curriculum Committee minutes were unanimously approved.
5. Kathy Corley, Silvia Navia and Tom Finan presented changes to the requirements for two emphases of  the International Studies Major. 
The Committee approved the changes to the requirements of the International Studies Major with an emphasis in International Human Rights as presented.
