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Background:  

At the request of the British American College in London we have designed a Drama Studies Minor for our students studying at our London campus.  The minor represents collaboration between the English and Theatre departments on the Webster University campus and our London campus.  Academic Dean Sophie Laws of BACL met with members of the English and Theatre departments when she visited the Webster campus in early April.  Her help and encouragement was essential in crafting the Drama Studies Minor.

Rationale:

The Drama Studies Minor is designed for students who wish to take advantage the rich opportunities for the study of the dramatic arts at our London campus.  The London campus offers a number of excellent drama courses as well as the opportunity to see some of the best live theatre in the world. 

To complete the Drama Studies Minor, students must study at the London campus for a least one semester.  The necessary credits for the minor may be taken entirely at the London campus, or my be supplemented with course work from the St. Louis campus,

We are confident this minor will encourage more students from all disciplines to travel to London to study and experience theatre.

Desired outcome:

We should see an increased number of students studying at the London campus.  We should also see an increase in the number of students taking theatre and dramatic literature courses in London.  

How outcome will be assessed:

The Registrar’s Office will track numbers in the minor.  The Theatre and English departments will meet periodically to assess progress in consultation with Dean Sophie Laws.

Staffing and resource requirements:

Existing staffing here and in London will meet the needs of the minor.  The minor will not increase costs for either the London or Webster campuses.
