Discontinuing Real Estate Emphasis in Management Department

For your information, in December 2004 the Management Department faculty voted unanimously to discontinue the real estate emphasis in the B.A. in Management program, effective Fall 2005.  The termination was due to ongoing low enrollments that made it difficult to offer the real estate courses.  As a result of repeated course cancellations, the department was basically teaching the emphasis as a series of directed studies.  Gary Renz, then chair, developed a “teach out” plan for the real estate students.  These students were told of the termination and how to register for the last remaining courses.  All but one student finished their remaining real estate courses during the Spring 2005 semester, and the remaining student will complete the last course through a directed study during the Summer 2005 semester.  Academic Advising, and I think the Registrar, were notified of the program’s termination.
