Don Morse
a. Students should be required to declare an International Studies emphasis (for individualized emphasis) in the semester in which they reach their 90th credit toward graduation.
b. Students should not be able to double count courses toward a double major (one of which is International Studies) where the overall theme is closely related.
Committee recommends to identify majors where overall themes are closely related.

4. Modifications:  New Course Proposal – ENGL 2086 Contemporary Multiethnic Lit of the US, Approved by the committee.  Learning outcomes better relate to the General Educations Course Coding.

General Education Course Coding Form – Approved at the 12/5/06 meeting, but effective upon approval of the New Course Proposal – ENGL 2086 modifications.
5. Modifications:  New Course Proposal – ART 3310 Architectural Design, Approval is pending measurable learning outcomes and grading scale.
6. Modifications: Proposal for a New Certificate – International Audio Production, Approved by the committee.   Title of Certificate was replaced with Emphasis and the catalog copy now includes the requirements for earning the Emphasis.  
Modifications: New Course Proposal – PHOT 4010 Photography Gallery Management, Approval is pending additional modifications.  Syllabus needs to be more detailed and assessment needs to include grading scale.

Presented by Dottie Englis, Approval is pending exclusion of GNST Freshman Seminar as option.
Proposal for Change in Major Requirements – Musical Theatre, Approved by the committee. Switching the structure of the musicianship and music theory components of the major places more emphasis on fundamental skill and application.
