There is significant overlap between PSYC 2825 (Introduction to Research Methods), PSYC 3800
{Introduction to Experimental Psychology), and PSYC 4825 (Advanced Research Methods). The
decision was made to eliminate PSYC 3800 because this approach (a tour through research methods
within each psychology sub-field) is being phased out across the country in favor of general research
method classes (PSYC 2825 and PSYC 4825).
