When students have 

their initial advising 

appointment with 

the academic advi-

sor, they generally 

receive a Program 

Planning Worksheet 

(PPW) once a pro-

gram has been se-

lected.  Many times the PPW is written 

from start to finish so the student knows 

which classes are needed in which terms 

in order to fulfill graduation requirements 

in the shortest possible cycle.  Some-

times the PPW cannot be completed be-

cause the academic schedules are not 

built for all the future years the student 

will be with us. 

 

Having a PPW  NEVER MEANS  the stu-

dent is registered for classes.  It is merely 

the roadmap to graduation.  After the first 

term of enrollment, students must regis-

ter themselves for classes.  The staff 

does not automatically do this for 

you.  Further if a student receives finan-

cial aid, he/she must register for both 

Spring I and II at the same time, Summer 

by itself, and Fall I and II together, or the 

financial aid award will be negatively im-

pacted. 

 

Registering early for a class means you 

know you have a seat in that class.  Every 

class is not offered every term.  Should a 

class have limited enrollment and you 

register late, you may be locked out of 

that required class and may have to sit 

out that term, delaying your gradua-

tion.  If a class closes and sufficient stu-

dents are on the waiting list, I may be 

able to open a second section of the 

class.  In order to do this  I need to know 

as soon as possible in order to assign a 

faculty member and secure a class-

room.  Once a class closes there are no 

guarantees a second section will open. 

 

In short, registering early means you are 

helping yourself by staying on track with 

your PPW and also the staff as we strive 

to meet your academic needs.  If you 

have any questions about registration 

procedures, please feel free to contact 

either Cynthia Simmons or me.  We’ll be 

happy to assist you.

With the annual commence-

ment ceremony scheduled for May 

15th at the KiMo Theatre, many stu-

dents wonder whatôs the difference be-

tween graduation and commence-

ment. Webster University students 

graduate at the conclusion of every 

nine -week term as they complete their 

programs of study.  The graduation 

date is often the studentôs final term 

and is reflected on the diploma and 

transcript.   

 Students planning to graduate 

should fill out a Petition to Graduate 

along with other degree completion 

forms. All forms should be completed 

and turned in at the time of registra-

tion for their final term.  

 Commencement, on the other 

hand, is the public ceremony for offi-

cially recognizing the academic 

achievements of our students.  Most 

students participating in the ceremony 

have completed all of their course 

work, but those who are within six se-

mester hours of completing their de-

grees at the end of the Spring II term 

are also permitted to participate in the 

ceremony.  

Students eligible for Com-

mencement will receive info in the 

mail at the beginning of March.

 Webster University has received another 

stamp of approval from the military community as 

a military-friendly school. In its Third Annual Guide 

To Military-Friendly Colleges & Universities, Mili-

tary Advanced Education has recognized Webster 

as one of 129 institutions of higher learning that 

appeal to military members. 

 The guide also gave special recognition to 

Webster for veterans support programs. Only 38 

schools received the same recognition in the spe-

cial guide published December 2009.  

 G.I. Jobs Magazine, a publication focused 

on the military community, also recently recog-

nized Webster as one of the most military-friendly 

schools. In its September 2009 issue, the maga-

zine ranked WU among the top 15 percent of 

schools. 

 Kathy Snead, the president of Service-

members Opportunity Colleges (SOC), said that it 

is important for schools to be flexible with their 

policy on transfer credits, allowing active duty sol-

diers to transfer credits they may have received 

from various schools and countries due to deploy-

ments. 

 Webster was the first college allowed to 

establish a campus on a military base and began 

offering courses in 1974 at Ft. Sheridan, north of 

Chicago, Ill. Webster now has 45 campuses lo-

cated on military installations. 

 One of our noted military alumni includes 

Col. Eileen Collins, the first female space shuttle 

commander. She received a master's degree in 

space systems management in 1989.  

 More than 1,800 colleges and universi-

ties are SOC members. The Military Advanced 

Education guide lists Webster's military enrollment 

at 3,500 out of a total 21,000.
