Securities Held In Certificate Form

1) Forward unendorsed stock certificate(s) to either:

a) the Webster staff member who normally assists you, or

b) Ken Nickless, Alumni & Development Office, at (314) 968-7146 or nickleke@webster.edu
2) Separately, forward a signed stock power (available through your bank, broker or Webster) for each certificate transferred.  (It is not necessary to complete the stock power beyond affixing your signature.)

Webster University strongly advises that signed stock certificates never be delivered via mail or other delivery services.  Signed certificates are marketable—and can be redeemed by any individual in possession of those certificates.
