Catalog 
Description 

This course introduces the student to the basic concepts of management and 
organizations.  Primary emphasis is given to three primary functions, planning, 
organizing, and controlling.  Additional topics include: organization theory, the 
global environment, ethics and decisions making.  . 

 

Prerequisites Students should have graduated from an accredited college or university and 
have the ability to communicate both in writing and verbally in a clear, concise 
and effective manner.  Practical work experience is desirable, but not necessarily  
in a management position.  Ability to use the internet to communicate and work  
with other students and faculty is critical.

1. Define, discuss, and recognize important terminology, facts, concepts, 
principles, analytic techniques, and theories used in managing 
organizations.  

      2.  Understand and apply the principles or fundamentals associate with 
      effective planning, organizing, leading, and controlling of           

organizations. 
             3.  Develop a practical and usable strategic business plan for an 
                  organization 
             4.  Analyze and make decisions on the management situation, structure,  
                  and style found in various organizations and present findings and     
                  solutions in a logical and understandable manner. 
  5.  Recognize, understand, and explain how management functions and 
                  concerns differ in an international environment. 

6. Organize his or her thoughts regarding management issues and 
      concepts and express them in clear and cogent prose. 
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NOTE: 
 
 1:  This objective covers most elements that are associated with 

management.  Each of the nine week sessions focus on elements of 
management that students should be familiar with and understand.  
Lectures, power point presentations, case studies and student 
presentations provide the platform for discussion and understanding. 

 
           2.  This objective focuses on the four fundamentals of management.  

While these fundamentals overlap, each has specific times, exercises 
and assignments associated with it.  Planning is emphasized during 
week one through a power point presentation, handouts and class 
discussion.  Organizing is covered during week four with lecture, 
student presentations and class discussion.  Leading receives 
attention throughout the course, but receives specific attention during 
week five through reading assignments, lecture, and student 
presentation.  Controlling is covered in detail during week six with a 
power point presentation, handouts, problem solving, and class 
discussion.   

  
3.  Initial instructions and discussion of a usable strategic plan begin 
during week one with lecture material on planning, handout material 
that is reviewed and discussed, and the an outline for the plan.  
Students present their ideas for the strategic plan during week two 
and discussions and material covered throughout the course are 
designed to assist the students with their planning process. 
 
4.  These multi-faceted abilities and skills regarding management are 
encouraged, developed and reinforced through lectures, assigned case 
studies, and current event presentation by students that begin in 
week two with case studies and continue throughout the entire 
course.  Current event presentations begin during week three and 
continue to augment management information and concerns through 
week seven. 
 
5.  While globalization and international management are mentioned 
during lectures and when surfaced with current event articles 
between weeks three and seven, this topic receives considerable 
attention during week eight through lecture, a case study, and class 
discussion. 
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6.  This objective is emphasized during classes dealing with case 
studies and current events because students are required to submit 
one page written explanations, summation, and solutions of the 
management situation under consideration.   
*The final exam is an applied exercise designed to allow the student 
to use the knowledge, personal experiences and some skills learned 
during these several classes in situations that one may encounter in 
the future.

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1. Assignments (Graded:  See Grading above) 
 

¥ Students will choose two of five designated case studies (distributed 
during class sessions) to provide written analysis of not more than one 
typewritten page for each case.  The two cases turned in by the 
student will be evaluated and a grade assigned.    Discussion of each 
case will be conducted during class.  The written assignment is due the 
day the particular case is scheduled for discussion. 

¥ Using the Internet (WebsterÕs Passport), locate two articles that deal 
with or impact   "management."  Each student will discuss briefly 
his/her current event articles in class during a designated class time 
and turn in a one page written critique of each article.  The written 
critiques will be graded. 

¥ Each student will be asked to summarize a chapter or parts of a 
chapter taking not more than 15 minutes to accomplished this task.  
The verbal summary will be part of your ÒPresentationÓ grade.  
Specific instructions and chapter assignments will provided the first 
class meeting.
