STEPS TOWARDS DECLARING SPANISH MAJOR

1) Successful completion of at least one course in advanced Spanish grammar and a course in Spanish literature (with cumulative grade average in these courses of B or better).

2) Successful completion of language test at Intermediate level.

3) Petition for Admission to Department of International Languages and Cultures during the course of the Junior year. Consult your advisor at this point.

CHECK LIST FOR SPANISH MAJORS

· 36 credit hours in Spanish (24+ at 3000-level or above).

· 12 credit hours+ in Spanish (SPAN 3090, 3100, SPAN 3150, 3250) and a 4000 level seminar (SPAN 4090, 4250, 4650) completed at Webster University.

· Study Abroad Experience in a Spanish speaking country.

· Portfolio review and demonstration of “advanced low” oral proficiency in Spanish according to the ACTFL Oral Proficiency Guidelines. Students need to register in ILC 4070 (no credit).
