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Catalog Description | This course examines such areas as statistics, research design, and
development of research and demonstration proposals. It includes
understanding of legislation related to the development of research,
program development, and demonstration proposals, as well as the
development and evaluation of program objectives.

Prerequisites None. The ability to do graduate work.

Learning Outcomes | At the completion of this course:

1. Students will be able to discuss and explain the key components of
collecting data for statistical analysis, as measured by written
assignments and tests.

2. Students will examine and identify the stages involved in the
research process through case examples and discussion in class.

3. Students will understand the different types and kinds of research
that can be undertaken, as measured by written assignments and
class participation.

4. Students will have the ability to recognize and identify ethical
issues and dilemmas in the research process, as measured by case
examples, written assignments and tests.

5. Students will analyze and evaluate research articles by written
assignment

6. Students will demonstrate the ability to assess and evaluate a
research proposal and published article. as measured by written
assignments, class discussion and tests.

7. Students will define and examine their own abilities to design and
write research proposals, as measured by written assignments, and
class discussion.

8. Students will develop and apply full and rich writing skills
development utilizing APA style from the APA 5" edition format.

9. Students will demonstrate knowledge of professional ethical
standards in counseling research as measured by written
assignments, class discussion, and tests.

Activities

Students are required to use Webster University’s online library,
PASSPORTS. PASSPORTS offers access to many scholarly and
professional publications free of charge. (http:/library.webster.edu)

Students will select and have instructor approve a topic for research and a
written research paper. APA guidelines required paper of 6 to 9 pages in
length with minimum of 6 primary references from professional journals in
area of Clinical Psychology. (60 points)




Research Term Paper : Research a topic/issue approved by instructor,
utilizing the Webster Library “Passports” system, the Internet and other
related publications (using at least five references). It must be typed
(double-spaced, 6 to 9 pages) and presented in Week 8. Presentation
should be approximately 15 minutes in length. Use APA writing style
standards. The use of APA standards is required in all courses. Topic
must be approved by instructor in advance (refer to list of suggested
topics). Grading of the term paper will be reduced if turned in late without
a very strong justification. We will utilize two tools to assist the student in
finalizing their term paper:

e A student may submit their term paper to the On-Line Writing
Center in St. Louis by email and have a coach make
suggestions/corrections. It is up to the student to allow sufficient
time (generally 7-10 days) for this process to be utilized and still
turn in the term paper on the assigned date.

Each student must submit their term paper electronically to the Turn-It-In
process which requires a class ID, password and course description). This
program is a learning tool for the student and will protect YOUR original
work. The term paper will be checked for originality against 1.5 billion
Internet pages in addition to a database of previously submitted student
work. It is up to the student to allow sufficient time for this process to be
utilized, make revisions if necessary/repeat submission and still turn in the
term paper on the assigned date. Paper submissions are generally returned
within 1-2 hours.
