Written appreal of the research proposal from the program area ment
required before you will be allowed to enroll in the IS 6000 course.

Written approval of the research proposal from an official representing
organization or institution with which the projexr report deals. The forr
on page 9 must be completed and submitted the first night of class.

The final project report must be comprehensive enough to encompas;
report all components required of the project. Your program area merj
will provide gudance as to minimum or maximum length of your papef
Typically, the report will be 30 to 70 pages in length, excluding cover
pages, divider pages, or any {méblished information that would warran
being included in the report.

The project may includieoth primary and secondary research. Primary
research should include either 100% of the population being surveyed
least 30 surveys if a random sampling is conducted. Secondary reseg
to follow the current edition of the Publication manual of Alneerican

Psychological Association. Primary research is recommended for all
HRDV students. Early coordination with your program mentor is stror
recommended if surveys or questionnaires are contemplated in your 9

NOTE: Research of a social andieehavioral nature whichwolves the
use ofindividual research subjects requires prior approval according tq
Institutional Review Board. Students are expected to prepare surveys
guestionnaires in sufficient time to complete the necessary oatiah to

accomplish this action before the start of the first class. It is probably
late to do this if it was not discussed with your mentor before the class
started.

Upon completion of the final report, the student is expected to create
PowerPant presentation, articulating the need and purpose for the pro
the methodology used.

APPROACH TWO DA "CONVENTIONAL RESEARCH PAPER"

This approach is best defined as a conventional research paper. The
outcome of this approach is for the student to research and create a
based on a topic that would assist someone in thediedtudy, or making
a major decision regarding a real life business situation or problem. T
would typically be research information that is needed by the student
officials at an institution or organization. The requirements of this type
researctpaper are:

a. Creation of a premise statement, problem statements, and
definitions of terms used in the premise statement.

b. Written approval of the premise statement, problem statements
definitions from the Integrated Studies 6000 Instructor.

c. Comprehasive enough to be a minimum of 30 pages in length
text, excluding cover pages, divider pages, or ampplkdished
information that would warrant being included in the report.

Problem statements/Hypothesidie report must includaroblem
statements or stated hypotheses. The hypothesis testing or primary
research should give the research student experience and understang
to the facts that are measurable and will produce results from which
conclusions can be reached.

GeneralconsiderationsThese should be approved by the instructor ang
completed by the second week of class. Remember, the more problef
statements, the longer the paper.

Definitions: Terms in the integrated studies paper that are specific to {
content must & defined. This includes all technical terms, legal terms,
descriptive subject terms, and any other terms that your instructor for
course would need to be familiar with. (Example: Human relations tra
will improve productivity. The definitions ithis statement should explair
what is meant by productivity, improved, and human relations training
