DIRECTIONS/PARKING
The Edward Jones Dome is located at 701 Convention Plaza, St. Louis, MO 63101

From 1-44/1-55 and Poplar Street Bridge:

1-44/1-55 intersect near Downtown. Exit highway or bridge via Memorial Drive.
Memorial Drive to Washington Avenue. Turn left on Washington Avenue to 7™ Street
(one way). Turn right on 7™ Street.

From 1-64/Highway 40: — NOTE: 1-64/Highway 40 is closed between Ballas Road and
1-170. Go to TheNewl-64.org for the most recent update on construction.)

Highway 40 East to the 11" Street Exit (Note: This is a left lane exit.) Take 11" Street
across Market. (11th Street jags to the right at Market Street.) Continue on 11" Street to
Washington Avenue. Turn right on Washington Avenue to 7" Street. Turn left on 7"
Street.

From 1-70:
I-70 East to Broadway Exit. Take Broadway to Washington Avenue. Turn right on
Washington Avenue to 7" Street. Turn right on 7" Street.

Parking:
A large parking garage is located on 7" Street and Convention Plaza. Another garage is

located on Washington Avenue between 7" and 8" Streets. Other garages are available
in the area and are designated with Webster University Commencement signs.  The
parking fee is around $5.00.

The Metrolink Convention Center Station is located two blocks south of the Dome on
Washington Avenue.

SEATING

Guests are invited to sit in the stands surrounding the floor of the Edward Jones Dome.
Graduates will sit on the floor in sections assigned to their School or College. These
sections will be clearly marked on the map in the Commencement program so family and
friends can sit on the appropriate side of the Dome. Suggestions as to which sections are
near each School/College are included on the maps. Seating is on a first-come basis.
There is no assigned or reserved seating. Ushers will be available to assist guests.

If you or your guest(s) require special assistance, such as wheelchair access, refer to the
Guests with Special Needs Map (located on the website at www.webster.edu #7 under
Steps to Graduation) for directions to elevators and wheelchair areas. For those guests
who require assistance walking, we suggest you bring a wheelchair. The America’s
Center and Edward Jones Dome are large venues and while they are attached, there could
be some distance between your particular ceremonies. The America’s Center/Edward
Jones Dome does not rent wheelchairs. You will have to bring one with you.
