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CATALOG COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Understanding the motivation, tactics, and targeting trends of terrorist and extremist groups is mandatory if managers are able to evaluate potential threats and then developed appropriate countermeasures to protect the organization’s personnel and other assets.  Students discuss terrorism as a form of political violence and its effect on security management.  Using case studies and classroom discussions, students examine groups ranging from radical religious fundamentals to environmental extremist along with other extreme special interest groups.  Understanding the manifestations of terrorism will enable students to develop and to apply some countermeasures against it through the use of case studies and specific activities.

Be able to work in learning teams and exhibit the open exchange of ideas and feedback.

COURSE STATEMENT OF OBJECTIVES:  

After completing this course the student will be able to:

· Describe historical terrorist organizations to include anarchist, nationalist, and anti-colonial movements
· Define terrorism within the context of early 21st Century events.
· Identify the sources of funding for various terrorist organizations.
· Differentiate between politically motivated terrorist activity and that motivated by religious beliefs.
· Define Eschatology and state how it is reflected in current terrorist philosophies.

· List and describe the different terrorist tactics employed in the modern era.
· Explain the motivations behind the tactic of suicide bombing.
· Explain the motivation, tactics, and targeting trends of terrorist and extremist groups that specifically target U. S. government and business interests today. 
· Evaluate potential threats from terrorist and extremist groups.

· Distinguish between typical criminal behavior and terrorist behavior.

· Articulate and demonstrate that terrorism is a form of political violence.
· Articulate specific examples of terroristic activities as the result of reviewing case studies.
· Describe the specific roles and functions within the organizations of private enterprise, law enforcement agencies, and security departments to prevent or deter terroristic activities in support of Homeland Security.
· Demonstrate knowledge of the Patriot Act and its impact on law enforcement, civil society, and counter-terror efforts.
· Appraise current counter – terror efforts in the United States.  
· Articulate the role of security management as a stakeholder in collaboration with law enforcement regarding antiterrorism issues and Homeland Security
· Explain the application the National Strategy for Homeland Security, National Incident Management System (NIMS), and Homeland Security Advisory System for affected organizations and the community. 
DISCUSSION:  As the events of September 11, 2001, demonstrated with brutal clarity, the terrorist threats facing the United States are formidable. Between 1991 and 2001, 74 terrorist incidents were recorded in the United States. During this same time frame, an additional 62 terrorist acts being plotted in the United States were prevented by U.S. law enforcement. As troubling as these statistics are, they only hint at the full scope of the terrorist threat confronting U.S. interests. For every successful terrorist attack mounted in the United States, nearly 20 (19.83) anti-U.S. attacks are carried out around the world. Between 1996 and 2001, these overseas attacks killed 75 Americans and wounded an additional 606 (FBI Publication # 0308, 2002).

SCHEDULE OF REQUIRED READINGS, CLASS PREPARATIONS AND ASSIGNMENTS, LECTURES, DISCUSSIONS, STUDENT PRESENTATIONS, ARTICLE REVIEW FORMAT, AND EXAMS:

All cases and problems must meet one or more of the course objectives and should be completed before class.  All cases and problems are to be handed in at the end of the class period they are due.  A copy (3-4 slides per sheet) of the student prepared Power-Point presentation (12 – 18 slides) must be provided for each student. All articles for reviews or case studies are limited to one page and must come from government reports, books, professional magazines, or refereed journals.  Newspaper articles can not be used for the basis of a formal review, but may be used to support material from approved sources.  Late submissions after the class discussion will loose 15 points for each class they are late.
ARTICLE REVIEW FORMAT (Case Study may be substituted):

All article reviews are limited to one page.  Supplemental material, such as the copy of the article, a figure from a book, or a supporting newspaper articled may be attached. Article reviews must include the name of the student and appropriate APA reference citation.

RESEARCH REQUIREMENTS:  

A formal paper is required which will use secondary (literature) research, and the development of an actionable proposal related to the student’s principal work area.  Students should use the term paper guidelines, with an emphasis on APA style (Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association, 5th ed.) listed on the Webster Space Coast home page under student services.  The term paper will be graded using the Guidelines for grading a paper on the home page.
The student will select one appropriate dimension and, building on appropriate research fully supported by the relevant literature, develop an actionable plan for improving work group performance regarding that dimension.  The paper should use at least one of the topics studied in the course and be directly related to one or more of the course objectives.

The paper will prepare references using the APA 5th ed. style. Papers that do not conform to APA standards regarding the reference list and in text citations will not be reviewed for a grade and will be immediately returned for a rewrite. The term paper guideline demonstrates common type references.  If you have a reference type not covered in the term paper guidelines then the student should refer to the APA home page for assistance.

References must be from refereed journals similar to those found in Webster’s Passport electronic library.  References from newspapers and periodical magazines written for the general public are unacceptable for graduate research work.  The student must justify that a homepage is a creditable source before it can be used.  

The final student paper is due in Week 9 unless otherwise specified by the instructor.  The final student paper for SECR 5150, Terrorism and Extremist Activity, is due in Week 8.
Each student will also prepare an Executive Presentation for oral delivery to the class in Week 8 or 9 as determined by the instructor.  A single spaced, single sheet Executive Summary summarizing the research for distribution to each class member in Week 8 is suggested.
DETERMINATION OF GRADES STATEMENT:

 Determination of grades is based on the following requirements and criteria.

Work that is barely adequate for Graduate work, Minimum Grades: 70-77 or "C": 
Products (papers, case studies, projects, presentations) must be on time, in the correct format, corrected for spelling and grammar, appropriate materials included and referenced, to-the-point and on topic, and conclusions must be supported. 

Examinations (in-class and take home) must be complete, accurate, neat, evidence clear thought, and exhibit concise and to-the-point responses.

Classroom behavior in class discussions and group activities should be responsible, exhibit open communication, constructive and helpful.

Satisfactory Graduate Work, Grades of 78-90, or "B-, B, and B+":  

Products must meet the requirements stated above for minimum requirements and additionally meet professional criteria. For example, documentation should be included to support research papers, the APA format should be used consistently throughout the paper, and substantially more than the minimum number of references should be included. Presentations should be logical, organized and comprehensive.

Examinations (in-class and take home) should be organized, in-depth, comprehensive, logical and complete, and evidence thorough understanding of the subject/topic through application of principles.

Classroom behavior should exhibit very focused activity and thought on the subject/topic of discussion, be motivated, and assist in discovery of new insights and relationships concerning the subject/topic of discussion.

Superior Graduate Work, Grades of 91-100 or "A- and A": 
Products must meet all requirements stated above and additionally meet creative criteria. These criteria include unique topic or subject selection, synthesis of ideas, and evaluation of subject matter and positions found in the literature, be creative in approach, establish new relationships with ideas and provide new insights. 

Examination responses indicate insightfulness of understanding, a synthesis of information and unique ideas, and rationale for application of principles following careful analysis. 

Classroom behavior should exhibit very focused activity and thought on the subject at hand, be motivated, and assist in discovery of new insights and relationships concerning the subject/topic of discussion. An earned grade of "A" represents the best work of students accomplished in a unique and professional manner.
