COURSE CONTENT AND REQUIREMENTS:

1. An overview of each chapter of Becoming a Helper will be presented by the instructor and discussed by all class members each week. Students will bring a brief (1-2 page) outline of the key issues of each of the chapters assigned to the class each class meeting.

2. Seminar type discussions led by students concerning issues presented in the text , I Never Knew I Had a Choice. Students will write a synopsis of their assigned chapter to share with class members and will prepare questions pertaining to the chapter for discussion 

3. Case studies involving the use of community resources and a paper concerning Ethical Practices (see requirement # 5) will constitute a take-home midterm examination.

4. A two to three page paper entitled 
my code of Ethics
 will be written based on the student
s own ethical code developed from the 
ACA Ethical Guidelines
. Those tenets most important to the student will be discussed in this paper.

5.      A written self-analysis by each student will be based on their reactions to issues presented in the texts and the results of personality inventories presented to them by the instructor. This assignment may include anything that pertains to you as an individual to include: material written in your admissions essay, chapter reactions and exercises in the texts, the results of your personality questionnaires, and journal entries as described on pages 29 and 30 of I Never Knew I Had a Choice.

6.      A written synopsis of an interview with a helping professional concerning their agency and their job duties will be shared with the class.

ATTENDANCE--The faculty manual states university policy as:  "Students are expected to attend all class sessions of every course. In the case of unavoidable absence, the student must contact the instructor to arrange for makeup work. If acceptable makeup work is not completed, or if unexcused absences occur, the student is subject to appropriate academic penalty. A student should not miss more than one class or four contact hours, and the instructor should make additional assignments when a student is absent. If the student has two absences, the instructor has the option to lower the student's grade by one letter grade and to inform the student of the action. If a student has three absences, the instructor has the option to assign a grade of F and to inform the student of the action. It is the student's responsibility to withdraw from the course."
STUDY ASSIGNMENTS--Students can expect 2 to 4 hours of class preparation time for each hour of classroom attendance.

CONDUCT--Students enrolling in a graduate program at Webster University assume the obligation of conducting themselves in a manner compatible with the University’s function as an educational institution. When necessary and appropriate, Public Safety and/or the local (or military) police may be contacted to assist with restoring peace and order. Faculty response is forwarded to the academic dean (or his or her designee) for review, and if necessary, further action. Further action might include permanent removal from the course. Repeated offenses could lead to removal from the program and/or the University.

4. Theft of or damage to property of the University. Students who cheat or plagiarize may receive a failing grade for the course in which the cheating or plagiarism took place. Students who engage in any of the above misconducts may be subject to dismissal from the University on careful consideration by the Executive Vice President of the University or his designee.

5. To the extent that penalties for any of these misconducts (e.g., theft or destruction of property) are prescribed by law, the University will consider appropriate action under such laws.
