3. To identify, evaluate, and apply the concept of risk management to industrial or government emergencies.

4. To apply the contingency planning process to perceived risks.

5. To translate the concepts of emergency management into actions that would manage, mitigate, and restore vital business operations after a crisis.
6. To pinpoint salient changes in how the nation and security managers must prepare, respond, manage, and mitigate mega-terrorist incidents after the September 11th terrorist attack. Graduates will know and explain the important terminology, facts, concepts, principles, and theories used in the field of Business and Organizational Security Management. 

7. To apply the important terminology, facts, concepts, principles and theories in the field of Business and Organizational Security Management to analyze simple to moderately complex factual security situations.
8. To creatively construct and implement moderately complex Business and Organizational Security Management solutions to real organizational problems using frameworks procedures and methods derived from the individual security discipline of Emergency Planning.
9. To assess the effectiveness of their solutions by quantitatively or qualitatively measuring their results against theory-based criteria and standards of performance.

10. To utilize themselves as scholar-practitioners, capable of creatively synthesizing intellectual explanation of security models with methodological competencies and experience-based perceptual skills and judgment.

	. SCHEDULE OF REQUIRED READINGS, CLASS PREPARATIONS AND ASSIGNMENTS, LECTURES, DISCUSSIONS, STUDENT PRESENTATIONS, AND EXAMS:  EXAMINATIONS:  Both examinations will include essay and short answer questions covering the topics presented in class including supplemental material and lecture/discussion sessions.  DISCUSSION PAPERS:  Students will present two short (2-3 pages) discussion papers on pertinent Security and Emergency Management subjects, as assigned by the instructor.  The papers will discuss an analysis of relevant concerns/problems and recommended actions and strategies.  Papers are to be typed, with power point or other audio-visual aids used in the presentation.  RESEARCH PAPER REQUIREMENTS: Students will be expected to complete a research paper commensurate with graduate-level quality expectations. The paper will be a minimum of ten (10) and a maximum of fifteen (15) pages of text, typed in double-spaced, APA format in accordance with the Webster University Guidelines for Writing a Research Paper. Topics will be related to current emergency planning issues and will be discussed with and approved by the instructor no later than the fourth week of the term. The primary focus of the paper will be dedicated to an analysis of the selected topic, to include a determination of contemporary areas of concern and the development of rational resolution strategies, as appropriate. Research papers and presentations are due week eight of the term. All cases and problems should be completed before class and handed in at the end of the class period they are due.  Late submissions after the class discussion will lose 15 points for each class they are late.
