	This course examines consultation theory and practice as employed by counselors working and supervising in mental health facilities, educational institutions, and other counseling settings. The various forms of consultation and supervision will be explored, examining the framework for consultation with other professionals, educators, parents, and administrators.

CLASSROOM DISCUSSION TOPICS: 
Instructor will review course objectives, assignments, and requirements. 

Instructor will discuss Chapter One and provide post-presentation review questions for students.
Students will select groups for four presentations throughout the course.
Students will determine which of the two suggested topics their will use for their paper and sign up for that topic with the instructor. 

Students’ first presentation group, using PowerPoint, will discuss the important topics in Chapters Two, Three, Four, or Five. 
Students will self-select their group and use the remaining morning time to prepare their presentations.

	CLASSROOM DISCUSSION TOPICS: 
Student presentation groups will discuss the important concepts of Chapters Two, Three, Four, and Five. 
Student groups will use PowerPoint, distribute handouts for the class, and prepare 10 post-presentation questions for review. At the end of each chapter presentation, the group will review by using their prepared questions in a mock open-note quiz with the class.
Student groups will create 10 additional questions on their material and give them to the instructor on disk. These questions will be used as an assessment of the material for the entire class at the next class meeting. 
Student groups for the next session will begin work on their presentations.

Students who select the Self-Examination Paper will begin work on their paper, due August 25th.
