 COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course is designed to cover the spectrum of activities in the systems life cycle. The life cycle from the feasibility study through implementation and maintenance is examined. The course includes examining structured analysis and design, prototyping, and conversion methods. The roles and missions of the various personnel involved, as well as the communication and documentation tools employed, are studied.

HYPERCASE EXPERIENCES: Student exercises for each chapter will be used to emphasize organizational life as it related to systems analysis and design.

INDUSTRY NEWS: A small amount of each class time is set aside to discuss newsworthy events in our industry. Try to bring in recent news stories that relate to the design and implementation of information systems. You can bring in any news you find interesting and relevant to the course. The news can concern hardware, software, development environments, implementation successes, failures, etc. 

PREPARATION/PARTICIPATION: All students are expected to prepare for and participate in class. You are expected to be an active participant in the learning process. A good way to start is by bringing in industry news. There is no safer place to exercise your speaking skills than in class. Obviously, to make a contribution, you must attend class. Excellence means being prepared, attentive, and involved.

SDLC Project: A formal report in the Webster 6000 projects APA format AND a formal presentation of a current topic (approved by the instructor) of System Analysis and Design Methods with a question and answer session will be required. 

EXAMINATIONS: MID-TERM, FINAL EXAMS: These are closed book, in-class examinations. They tests comprehension of readings, lecture material, and exercises done from day-1 through the date of the examination.

ATTENDANCE--The faculty manual states university policy as:  "Students are expected to attend all class sessions of every course. In the case of unavoidable absence, the student must contact the instructor to arrange for makeup work.
