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COURSE DESCRIPTION: The student examines group theory and types of groups, as well as descriptions of group practices, methods, dynamics, and facilitative skills.

 

INSTRUCTOR’S NOTES:

A conceptual and practical overview of group counseling including the role of group leadership, tools for forming a group and orienting members, and catalysts for interaction skills for conducting and evaluating counseling/therapy groups.  Emphasis will be given to leadership techniques used at different stages in the life of a group as well as ethical issues.  Students are provided an opportunity to participate in small group activities to promote self-awareness, interpersonal skills and an understanding of group skills and techniques.

ATTENDANCE--The faculty manual states university policy as:  "Students are expected to attend all class sessions of every course.
