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CATALOG COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is concerned with the impact of the computer on the managerial process.  Students examine the methods for evaluating and selecting business applications for computerization in the business environment.  This course focuses on information and data processing, accounting systems, marketing management information systems, operations management systems, decision support systems, and advanced management systems. 
REQUIRED TEXTS:  Managing Information Technology, 5th edition (2005), ISBN#   0-13-145443-9, by Martin et al, Publisher: Prentice Hall
SUGGESTED SUPPLEMENTAL READINGS:  Computer journals.  A small amount of each class time is set aside to discuss newsworthy events in our industry. Bring in recent news stories that relate to information systems applications. You can bring in any news you find interesting and relevant to the course. The news can concern hardware, software, development environments, implementation successes, failures, etc.

INCOMING COMPETENCY OF STUDENTS EXPECTED BY INSTRUCTOR: 

Students should have a general understanding of how computers work; the ability to work with personal computers and the ability to perform at the graduate level. Also the student should have the capability to write and think about complex issues and problems and should have knowledge of how to use browsers, such as Netscape or Explorer. 

· Know how to use the Internet as a research tool. 

· Be able to download information from the WWW. 

· Have a good knowledge of word processing and presentation software such Microsoft Word and PowerPoint. 

COURSE STATEMENT OF OBJECTIVES:  

After completing this course the student will be able to: 

· Understand the diverse technical environments and applications to support varied business environments.

· Evaluating and selecting business applications for computerization in the business environment.

· Evaluate and select a system for accounting systems, marketing management information systems, operations management systems, decision support systems and advanced management systems.

· Develop a plan for installation and maintenance of the computer systems in business applications.

· Improve student critical thinking skills using analysis, synthesis and evaluation.

ATTENDANCE--The faculty manual states university policy as:  "Students are expected to attend all class sessions of every course. 4. Theft of or damage to property of the University. Students who cheat or plagiarize may receive a failing grade for the course in which the cheating or plagiarism took place. Students who engage in any of the above misconducts may be subject to dismissal from the University on careful consideration by the Executive Vice President of the University or his designee.

5. To the extent that penalties for any of these misconducts (e.g., theft or destruction of property) are prescribed by law, the University will consider appropriate action under such laws.
