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CATALOG COURSE DESCRIPTION: Students will examine the applications of statistical analysis, hypothesis testing, regression analysis and sampling as typically used in business decision-making applications.  The course will focus on the utilization of statistical methods as applied to busi​ness problems and applications.
REQUIRED TEXTS:  Basic Business Statistics: Concepts and Applications, Berenson, M. L., Levine, D. M., and Krehbiel, T. C., 10th Edition, ISBN: 0-13-167831-0, Prentice Hall.
SUGGESTED SUPPLEMENTAL READINGS:  Current articles on business statistics 

INCOMING COMPETENCY OF STUDENTS EXPECTED BY INSTRUCTOR: 

A working knowledge of Mathematics.

The students are assumed to be familiar with basic descriptive statistics and the idea of probability distributions.  However, these subjects will be reviewed in detail at the beginning of the course as a refresher for students who may have forgotten some of the details.
A calculator will be required.  However, you should be able to buy an adequate calculator with basic statistical functions such as mean and standard deviation for $10 - $12, if in doubt call the instructor.

COURSE STATEMENT OF OBJECTIVES:   After completing this course the student will be able to:

Use ordinary and business statistics to assist in making better business decisions.

Define and know when to use the proper measure of central tendency 
Perform a statistical analysis using probability and confidence interval tests and properly interpret the results.

Demonstrate the use and interpretation of a one-way ANOVA test.

Demonstrate the use of statistical software in making business decisions.

Master the use of a statistical calculator in solving probability problems.

Demonstrate the proper use of linear regression and non linear techniques for business forecasting.

Understand the difference between the various distributions and apply the proper analytical techniques for each problem encountered.

ATTENDANCE--The faculty manual states university policy as:  "Students are expected to attend all class sessions of every course.
