	Preparation for Class:  Students will be prepared to discuss their progress with other students and the professor, in a group format.
Discussion Topics:  Challenges to date, to include data gathering techniques and other methodological issues.  In-process reviews and project status presentations and discussions as necessary.

	WEEK 7
	Preparation for Class:  Students will be prepared to show research project progress to approximately the 80% completion level.
Discussion topics:  Self-directed work continues on project with one-on-one consultations with instructor.

	WEEK 8
	Preparation for Class:  Students will be prepared to deliver the Final Version of the research paper, ready for reproduction and binding, and to present formal summaries of their projects. 

Student presentations of research projects and discussions and critiques of peers’ research projects.

	WEEK 9
	Preparation for Class:  Students will be prepared to continue with the formal presentations of their research projects. 
Continued student presentations of research projects and discussions and critiques of peers’ research projects.

RESEARCH PROJECT REQUIREMENTS: This project will be on a topic identified by the student and approved by the HR Management Mentor prior to the beginning of the project.  The topic will be related to the functions of HR Management and can be geared to an existing problem or challenge internal or external to the student’s employing organization.  The project paper should be referenced appropriately and submitted in the Webster University approved American Psychological Association (APA) format and in accordance with the standards established in the Webster University Space Coast Campus Handbook for Research Reports (Term Papers and 6000 Projects.), which is available on the Space coast Campus Website.  The project’s objective is the completion of a report that demonstrates the student’s ability to independently conduct primary and secondary research and will require him/her to:

a.  Identify an existing or potential Human Resource Management problem

b.  Conduct appropriate reviews of pertinent literature

c.  Determine a research methodology

d.  Specify the finding(s) from the research

e.  Develop possible solutions to the identified problem

f.  Recommend realistic actions available for implementation

All students will prepare and conduct fifteen-minute presentations on their topics, to include related data, analysis of the topic, presentation of the findings and a discussion of the conclusions and recommendations. 
INSTRUCTOR AVAILABILITY:  While much of the student’s work will be done independently, regular interaction with the instructor remains as a requirement for this course.  This will occur via regularly scheduled and ad hoc meetings, e-mail, and/or telephone coordination.  This arrangement will facilitate the timely resolution of student concerns and problems relative to the research project, and will enable frequent reviews, correction of drafts of the student’s efforts, and mentorship interactions. ATTENDANCE--The faculty manual states university policy as:  "Students are expected to attend all class sessions of every course.
