Reminder of Program Changes effective Summer 2010. 

 

BS in Business Administration – MNGT 3280 Introduction of Business Law has replaced MNGT 3310 Legal 

Environment of Business. 

BA in Management MNGT 3280 Introduction of Business Law has replaced MNGT 3290 Business Law I.  

Students requiring MNGT 3300 Business Law II will now be required to take a 3000 level Management Elective. 

Principles of Macroeconomics course number has changed to ECON 2030 instead of ECON 2010.  There is no 

longer a prerequisite for ECON 2020 or 2030.  You may start with either course, Microeconomics or 

Macroeconomics.
