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Course Description: This course explores, historically and conceptually, the interplay of politics and economics at the global level.  It examines such phenomena as: the clash of the market and the state, the north-south conflict, and the worldwide impact of technological change, transnational corporations, and the competition for accumulation.

Learning Objectives: By the end of this course the student will have a solid foundation of the study of international political economy and be able to apply that knowledge to analyze state-market tensions today.  Specifically, students will know and be able to critically evaluate

· The main theoretical approaches and perspectives to international political economy.

· The international political economy structures of production, finance and security.

· Global problems related to debt, resource scarcity, food security, and the environment.

· The complexities of globalization and integration.
